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1. Graduate students in this program may take courses offered by other master's programs (or higher-level programs) upon
approval by their advisor (or the instructor of Directed Research) and the department chair. However, such credits may count
for up to a maximum of 6 graduation credits, including courses in research methodology.
2. The maximum number of credits per semester is capped at 13 for regular students and 10 for in-service students.
3. Some sessions of the "International Education and Culture" course will be conducted abroad during the winter and summer
breaks.
4. Starting from the 2011 academic year, students must, before graduation, present a paper at the "Educational Administration
and Policy Academic Conference" or other relevant seminars, academic events, or publish a paper in a journal.
5. Among the professional elective courses, students must complete at least 3 credits of research methodology courses,
choosing one of the following: "Educational Statistics Research" or "Qualitative Research."
6. Graduate students in this program may enroll in research methodology courses and education research courses with the
same course titles as those in the program curriculum offered by other master's programs within the Hua-shih College of
Education (excluding professional master's programs). These courses may be counted toward graduation credits.
7. This course structure applies to students admitted from the 2013 academic year onward.
8. Students admitted from the 2016 academic year onward must complete the "Academic Research Ethics Education Course."
9. The courses "Directed Research" and "Thesis Research” may each be counted for a maximum of 2 credits twice for
graduation. Any additional credits earned will not be counted toward graduation credits.
10. In the first two semesters after enrollment, students must take at least two courses per semester.
